Thimerosal is approximately 50% mercury (Hg) by weight. A 0.01% solution (1 part per
10,000) of thimerosal contains 50 pg of Hg per 1 ml dose or 25 ug of Hg per 0.5 ml dose.
Sanofi Pasteur's Tripedia may be used to reconstitute ActHib to form TriHIBIt. TriHIBit
is indicated for use in children 15 to 18 months of age.

This vaccine is not marketed in the US.

COMVAX is not licensed for use under 6 weeks of age because of decreased response to
the Hib component. (Note: This product has been discontinued)

Children under 3 years of age receive a half-dose of vaccine, i.e., 0.25 mL (12.5 ug
mercury/dose.)
